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Abstract

Introduction: Clinical education is a fundamental and important part of nursing and midwifery education,
without which training efficient and competent nurses and midwives is an unattainable goal. Unfortunately, in
the context of the Covid-19 pandemic, it can be said that the quality of education has undergone many changes
Therefore, the present study aimed to investigate the quality of clinical education and satisfaction of students
of the Faculty of Nursing and Midwifery of Rafsanjan University of Medical Sciences during the COVID-19
pandemic.

Methods: This study is a cross-sectional analytical study in 2019, in which 120 students of the Faculty of
Nursing and Midwifery of Rafsanjan University of Medical Sciences who were studying were included in the
study through a census method. After obtaining consent and accepting to participate in the study, two standard
questionnaires on the quality of clinical education and satisfaction with clinical education were provided to the
students for completion. After completion, the questionnaires were analyzed using SPSS version 22 software
and independent t-tests, unilabiate linear regression, and Pearson correlation coefficient.

Results: The average overall score for the quality of clinical education was 41.22 + 8.99, and the average
overall score for students' satisfaction with the clinical education course was 56.42 + 10.85. The mean total
score based on the clinical education quality questionnaire was 41.22 + 8.99 and satisfaction was 56.42 +
10.85. According to the findings, the clinical education index and student satisfaction were average and above
average, respectively. Except for the goals and educational program dimension, there was a direct and significant
correlation between all dimensions of the clinical education quality questionnaire and the student satisfaction
questionnaire from the clinical education course (p<0.05), but other variables including age, gender, marital
status, educational level, field of study, and GPA did not have a significant relationship with student satisfaction
(p<0.05).

Conclusion: Considering the results of the present study on the relationship between the quality of clinical
education and increased student satisfaction, it is recommended that health policymakers and planners pay
more attention to the quality of clinical education and adopt useful and effective strategies to improve it
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
